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Homework “In a Nutshell”

The purpose of homework is to expand learning outside the classroom in a way that engages the student in meaningful, relevant experiences so that the student develops responsibility, reinforces skills, and extends knowledge.

Math Expectations

· Students are required to study math facts at home for at least 10 minutes a night at least two days a week.

· Students will be given a Home Link (math homework) usually two nights week.

· Students should not work on their home links for more than 20 minutes.  If your child has attempted his or her home link for at least 20 minutes (of focused effort) please draw a line where they stopped and initial.

· Students will receive participation grades for Home Links.

Reading Expectations

· It is a district policy that students are required to read 20 minutes a night.

· Your child’s reading homework grade will be based upon an adult signing their howework log nightly.  Please sign your child’s homework log if at least 20 minutes of reading was done. 

Spelling Expectations

· Students should study in their own time frequently.  I recommend extra study time on Thursday evenings, as their tests will be given on Fridays.

Other

· Your child will be given adequate time to complete classroom work at school.  However, if for any reason your child is unable to finish a classroom assignment at school it may be taken home to complete (with no penalty).

Your child’s homework log is located in their homework folder.  These must be signed by a caregiver and returned to school daily in order to receive full homework credit.

It is the responsibility of your child to keep up with their homework.  However, it will be a challenge for them to take on the responsibility alone, as they are still learning time management skills and self-motivation.
